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ABSTRACT 

Fixed Assets Accounting seeks to record transactions involving acquisition of 

Items or materials called: "FIXED ASSETS", which are not meant for resale in the 

ordinary course of organizations' business except on liquidation or winding up. 

These Fixed Assets are put into business use in order to generate revenue or 

income for the organization who owns them. Therefore there is need for proper 

Management of such Assets in other to avoid undue wear and tear through usage. 

Consequently, most business organization co-ordinates the management of Fixed 

. Assets through the use of Fixed Assets Register in a bind form and appropriate 

amortization carried out monthly through depreciation accounting. 

Due to this monthly routine task of calculating depreciation, addition or disposal of 

assets being done manually rruikes it tedious, especially in large business concerns - Blue 

" 
chip multi-natio~ companies, the needs for automation arises. 

It is expected that at the end of this project work, manually done Fixed Assets . 

management would be fully automated, thereby leading to a greater efficiency, accuracy 

and timely routine reports of thus tedious task. 
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CHAPTER ONE 

1.1 INTRODUCTION 

Fixed Asset Accounting is a means whereby all Fixed Assets purchased by an 

organization is being accowlted for in the books and records of such organization. 

Due to the tedious task involves in manual accounting system, and the expansion 

of business with acquisition of additional fixed for operational needs gives rise to 

look for an alternative means of accountin~ for fixed assets in an organization. 

In order to safe much time used in manual accounting and enhance accuracy and 

efficiency, the use of Computer programs for this tedious task is being developed. 

1.2 BACK GROUND OF STUDY 

This study was necessitated by the advent of Computer Technology and its 

I , 

subsequent application in the commercial business that brings a great challenge and 

change to every organization. 

The current problems associated with accounting for fixed assets manually, and the 

quest for a lasting solution through an automating system to ensure greater 

efficiency, accuracy and timeliness of reporting the accounting system. 
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1.3 PURPOSE OF STUDY 

The main central objective of this project work is to critically examine the 

problems of Fixed Asset Management in order to produce a program that would 

eliminate or reduce the boredom and tedious task associated with manually done 

fixed asset accounting system.

The study is a generalized one which span across all business concern without 

being limited to a particular sector of the Economy .

At the end of this research work it is expected that the study will accomplish the 

desired objectives of enhancing efficiency and guarantee accuracy and correctness 

of Fixed Assets Management and its control.

CONTROL: Control is standard set up by management ofan organization for 

acquisition and disposal of fixed assets.

Educational Institutions, 

Banks, Manufacturing companies, Government ministries 

etc .

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CHAPTER TWO 

2.0 LITERATURE REVIE\V 

2.1 HISTORICAL BACKGROUND OF INTERCITY BANK PLC. 

Intercity Bank PLC was originally promoted by the Niger State Government 

and incorporated on April 27, 1987 as a Private Limited Liability Company to 

undertake Commercial Banking Operations. 

Banking Licence was granted to the Bank by the Central Bank of Nigeria on 

October 28, 1987, and full Commercial Banking operations commenced a year 

after, that is, on October 28, 1988, with special focus on Treasury activities­

(fCB PLC Annual Report & Accounts- Chairman Statement) - 1990. 

In order to secure a successful take off of the Bank, a three year Technical 

Management Agreement was entered into with First Bank of Nigeria PLC. 

However, this was prematurely terminated and replaced with a similar contract 

With International Merchant Bank PLC, (1MB) in December,1990. 

The agreement with 1MB was initially made to span within three years, but 

renewed for another two years which was to terminate in December, 1995. 
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Through these arrangement, the Bank has got access to experienced professionals 

from older and well established financial institutions. A management succession 

plan drawn up in 1993 was carried out not only conclusively but also successfully. 

OWNERSHIP STRUCTURE 

Intercity Bank PLC was initially promoted by Niger State Government, the Bank's 

shareholding structure has changed over the years such that currently the promoter 

has become a minority owner. Recently, the Bank has joined the league of Banks 

quoted on the Stock Exchange Market through its public issue of share which was 

over subscribed. 

The paid up share capital of the Bank as at June, 1998 was N 51 O.Om while the 

total shareholders funds amounted to N552.0m.- (Annual Reports & Accounts)-

1998. 

MISSION STATEMENT 

Intercity Bank mission is to provide efficient commercial banking services for 

the benefit of our customers, shareholders and society at large, using the modem 

means of transactions processing - Electronic Data processing equipment 

(Computers). 
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BUSINESS STRATEGY 

As a small, growing institution, the bank has been building its competitive strength 

through investments in people, system and operational resources. 

Business-wise, a generic strategy of differentiation in service quality and cost 

control is being pursued. These are being achieved through a strong branch 

network across the COWltry.

2.3 .0 ACCOUNTING FOR FIXED ASSETS 

2:3.1 FIXED ASSETS: 

Fixed Assets are termed as the properties or items own by the business, which 

are put into day to day operations in the ordinary course of the business to 

generate profit or income. 

These type of assets are not for resale in the ordinary line of business. 

2.3.2 COST OF FIXED ASSETS 

The cost of a new fixed asset is the purchase price plus all other expenses 

incurred in bringing the fixed assets into the business premises for its 

· 1 ' 

operational use. 

2.3.3 FIXED ASSETS REGISTER 

This is the register being used in recording the infommtion about the existence 

of a fixed assets in the organization. 
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The information that needs to be recorded in the register comprises of: 

a) , Date of purchase 

b) Initial cost (i .e. purchase price plus all other expenses incurred in bringing 

it to the business premises). 

c) Rate of depre~iation 

d) Monthly depreciation 

e) Revaluation cost (if any in the subsequent future date) 

f) Disposal value at the end of the useful life of the Fixed Asset. 

g) Re-capitalization cost (if any). 

2.3.4 DEPRECIATION OF FIXED ASSETS 

Depreciation can be defined as the permanent and continuing diminution in the 

quality, quantity or value of an Asset.- Frank Wood (1989). 

The chief agents or causes of depreciation are: 

i) Wear and tear 

ii) Physi~al factors: Evaporation of liquids, erosion, dampness, loss of 

potency of acid. 

iii) Obsolescence, due to invention or change in technology generally, 

especially the millennium bug in Global Computer Teclmology. 
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iv) Fall in market price 

v) Effluxion of time 

Depreciation of Fixed Asset is necessary in business, as it serves as a way of 

providing in advance for the replacement of such fixed asset at old age. 

This provisions is always charged to profit and loss account of the business. 

2.4.0 PROCEDURES FOR DEPRECIATION OF FIXED ASSETS: 

There are many ways or procedures for depreciation of fixed assets. 

2.4.1 STRAIGHT LINE METHOD 

By this method the original or initial cost less the estimated residual value, 

divided by the estimated number of years of useful life, is the annual depreciation 

charge, the amount thereof being equally divided for each year.-Pickles . W. 

(1974) 

The advantage of this method is its simplicity and the fact that it entirely 

eliminates the assets where no residual value will ensue by the end of its life. 

Although it is often quoted as a disadvantage that the early years should be 

charged with the same depreciation as the later years. 
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However, this method has been judicially recommended where, for the purpose of 

computing an employees enumeration based on a share of profit, depreciation 

of fixed assets should be calculated on the straight line method. 

CALCULATION OF STRAIGHT LINE METHOD 

The procedure for calculation of the depreciation of fixed asset is as follows: 

Depreciation = C - R 

N 

Where: C = Cost ofthe asset 

R = Residual value or disposable value of asset 

N = Useful life ofthe asset in years 

For example: 

Lets assume a motor vehicle is purchased at cost of#2,500,000.00. 

Life span of the vehicle is 5 years. 

Residual value of#50,000.00 

The annual depreciation = C-R

= #2,500,000.00 - #50,000.00

= #490,000.00 
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2.4.2 DIMINISHING BALANCE METHOD 

A fixed percentage is written as the diminishing balance of the asset account 

yearly. 

The chief advantage over straight line method is that the charges in relation to 

the opening and closing years of the assets account are more scientifically provided 

for; the depreciation charge of the earlier is heavier than the later years. 

For example, a motor vehicle is purchased at a cost of#I ,800,000.00; having 

useful life of3 years with depreciation rate of33113%. 

Using the Diminishing balance method, annual depreciation figures of the vehicle is 

given below: 

FIRST YEAR DEPRECIATION: 

#1 ,800,000.00 x 331/3% = #599,999.40 

SECOND YEAR DEPRECIATION: 

#1,800,000.00 - #599,999.40 x 33113% = #399,999.80 

THIRD YEAR DEPRECIATION: 

#1,800,000.00 - #599,999.40- #399,999.80 x 331/3% = #266,666.00

2.4.3 VALUATION METHOD 

Under this system, the assets are being revalued in line with the assessment of 

the professional valuers at the end of each year. 

The difference between the opening value at the beginning of the year and the 

closing value at the end of the year is charged as depreciation. 

The disadvantage factor of this method is that the valuation is usually unscientific 

because it is based on value judgement of the professionals. 

PROCEDURE FOR CALCULATION OF DEPRECIATION­

UNDER VALUATION METHOD: 

Depreciation = Opening Balance - Closing Balance 

Lets assume that the opening balance of an asset is #250,000.00,and 

The closing balance is obtained as #200,000.00. 

Therefore the depreciation figure will be established as: 

#250,000.00 - #200,000.00 = #50,000.00 for the year. 

There are other methods Rf qepreciation such a~ anrJllity wethpd, sinking fum} 

method and Insurance Policy method which are considered to be outside the scope 

of this research work. 
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Whatever method is adopted by any organization the following principles are 

fundamental. 

a) Asse!s with certain possible exceptions e.g. Land, antiques etc. suffer 

depreciation, although the process may be invisible or gradual. 

b) The provision for depreciation is charge against the profit. 

c) Maintenance of assets in a state of efficiency is not a substitute for the 

depreciation provision. 

d) The question of replacement of an asset is incidental to but not a 

fundamental question of depreciation. 

Finally, it is suffice to state that the project work will lay emphasis on straight line 

method of depreciation as the basis ofthe program development in modular 

pattern. 
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CHAPTER THREE 

3.0 SYSTEM ANALYSIS AND DESIGNS 

3.1 ANALYSIS OF THE EXISTING SYSTEM 

The majority of Business organizations operates their Fixed Assets System purely 

on manual operations. 

The procedure involve were exhaustively discussed in chapter two of this work, 

but suffice to mention that, Fixed Asset Management system is the process of 

accounting for existence and usage of Fixed Assets for a given period of time . 

. 3.2 PROBLEMS OF THE EXISTING MANUAL SYSTEMS 

The following are the identifiable problems with the existing manual system:

ii) A lot oftime and energy is wasted in preparation of Fixed Assets Register,

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3.4 OUT PUT SPECIFICATIONS

depreciation percentage. 

• DELETION: This option handles the deletion of any assets, and it has all 

elements available under registration option. 

• REPORT: The reports generated from this option are three types; namely: 

Report on depreciation of individual asset in each category of Asset, 

Report on total provision of Fixed Asset ,and 

Finally swnmarize report of Fixed Assets schedule. 
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• EXIT PROGRAM: It terminates the execution of the application system and 

return to DOS prompt or Data Base Management System. 

3 ~5 SYSTEM DESIGN 

The system is presented in modular form with the main menu consisting of 

options for programs on Fixed Assets Management System. 

The programs such as Registratio~ Update record, Deletio~ Report and Exit 

program are well structured to enhance timeliness and efficiency. 

3.6 SOURCE PROGRAM DOCUMENTATION 

The modules are referenced by the main system menu. The program is 

designed using DBASE IV software. To run this program, run DBASE IV 

and to go the dos prompt by pressing ESC key plus Y key on loading the 

program. 

From the dos prompt, type DO ASSETS and press Enter, this takes you to the 

main system menu. The main menu enables you to enter your choice code. The 

option is chosen by pop on the required optio~ and to return back to main menu, 

press ESC key. 
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At the end of the day activities on Fixed Assets Management System; press ESC 

key to return to Dot prompt, and at the dot prompt type Quit to go back DOS 

prompt. 

Each of the options is described below: 

• REGISTRATION: This routine creates; Name of Assets, Date of purchase, 

Category of Assets, Code Number, Full Description of Assets and Initial 

Capital Cost. 

• UPDATE RECORDS: This routine implements update of the assets at any 

particular time, taking into consideration the;

end of the month. 

3.7 LIMITATIONS AND CAPABILITIES OF THE PROGRAM 

The program handles all works efficiently and perfectly if correct data are keyed in. 

Wrong input data will generate wrong output, just as the saying goes; Garbage in 

Garbage out (GIGO). 

When in trouble go back to main menu and begin the process again. 
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The program has the capability of storing large volwne of records, this is 

possible by using DBMS, which helps in managing the data base files. 

Also, the program is adaptable to any organization. 

3.8 COST IMPLICATION AND BENEFITS THEREOF 

COST: It is estimated that hardware and software requirement will cost 

#120,000.00 and system implementation and instillation is estimated at #55,000.00 

given the total cost of#175,000.00 

BENEFITS: If the program is installed and implemented: 

a) It removes stress associated with manual management of Fixed Assets in any 

organization. 

b) Time can be saved for more profitable ventures. 

c) Accurate and efficient management of register of fixed assets and records. 

d) Production of timely and accurate report on fixed assets. 
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CHAPTER FOUR 

4.0 SYSTEMS IMPLEMENTATION 

Developed system are implemented and operated by users who obtain support 

and guidance from the systems Department of the Bank. 

The task of management is then to see to a smooth transition of the system into 

operational state and thereafter maximize the benefits from the implemented 

system by working with the users to monitor operations and adjust its 

performance. 

However, implementation could be referred to as the transition ofa system 

from development stage to live usage. 

4.1 ' WORKSTATION REQUIREMENT

4.2 SYSTEM TESTING 

Before implementation and acquisition of the required Hardware and software, the 

program will be loaded and test run for a month, to ascertain its efficiency and 

accuracy and where necessary make modifications. 

4.3 SYSTEMS CHANGEOVER 

File conversion is sometimes under estimated. File conversion is the process of 

converting the old file data into the form compatible for the new system. 

It is referred to as part of change over, in fact, file conversion is a complete and 

separate system task in itself, involving fact finding, analysis, the design of clerical 

methods and computer process among others. 

The cnangeover from the old to the new system takes place when: 

The system has been proven to the satisfactory of the systems analyst 

and all other implementation activities have been completed. 
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User Managers are satisfied with the result of the system tests, staff 

training and reference manuals. 

The target date for changeover is due. 

4.4. TRAINING 

Training of the personnel that will use the installed software will be done 

in-house to minimize cost. The category of staff to be trained are those in 

both Head Office Operations (Lagos and Minna) and all the Bank Branches. 

4.5 SYSTEM MAINTENANCE 

In many data systems processing, the efforts spend on maintaining a system 

exceeds all the efforts spent in the earlier phases of developing the system. 

Maintenance gradually becomes more important as an organization becomes 

more matured in its use of computers and begins to proliferate information 

system in its various [unctions. 
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CHAPTER FIVE 

5.0 SUMMARY 

5.1 CONCLUSION 

Computerization can be expressed as a planned and articulated change from a 

manual system to an automating system. Computers were introduced to various 

organization for some reasons which include but not exhaustive, to:

We are in dynamic world of getting into the new millennium, so also is the 

technology, therefore it is expected that the work can be improved upon in 

the nearest future to make it more versatile and meet the ever changing needs 

in Intercity Bank PIc.

1. All Fixed Assets purchased must be given code numbers and registered to their 

appropriate category to ensure easy data capturing into the system 

11. The depreciation method should be on straight line basis.

IV. Reconciliation exercise should be carried out promptly. 

v. To ensure that optimal results are reaped from this program, a competent officer 

should operate the Fixed Assets Management.
